Students not admitted to the College of Business may take, at most, five business courses at the 3000/4000 level

4000 level COB course. Students not admitted to the COB must have a minimum GPA of 2.0 to take 3000/4000 
level business classes. In addition to other prerequisites, a minimum of grade of “C” in a WID (Writing in the 
Discipline) course is required prior to taking any 4000 level business courses. A minimum overall GPA of 2.0 is 
required for the courses included in the minor.
